KS3 e English is a core subject
e We teach French, German and Latin in Years 7 to 9.
KS4 e  GCSE English Language and English Literature are both studied.

e Study of a Modern Foreign Language is a requirement for all pupils with
the capacity to access a foreign language at that level. GCSE French and
German are available.
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e  GCSE Latin is available, if selected by sufficient pupils.

KS5 e A-level English Language and Literature is available.
e A-levels in French and German are available in the Sixth Form.
e Latin and Classical Civilisation are available at A-level.

Mathematical

KS3 e Mathematics is a core subject.

KS4 e All pupils take the AQA GCSE Mathematics and we facilitate Level 2
Certificates in Further Mathematics for the most able pupils at GCSE.

KS5 e Mathematics and Further Mathematics are available at A Level and
Mathematics is also offered as an AS Level.

Scientific

KS3 e In Year 7 pupils undertake a combined science course to provide
continuity and progression from Key Stage 2. In Years 8 and 9 they have
specialist teachers in Biology, Chemistry and Physics.

KS4 e Pupils opt to study Combined Science: Trilogy (2 GCSEs) or Separate
Sciences (3 GCSEs).

KS5 e Biology, Chemistry and Physics are all available at A-level.

Technological

e Coding is embedded in the Computing curriculum and extra-curricular

provision.
e iPads are used by every pupil.
KS3 e Design Technology is a compulsory discrete subject.
e |ICT has dedicated lessons that cover coding and digital literacy and online
safety.
KS4 e Design Technology is available at GCSE.
e Computer Science is available at GCSE.
KS5 e Art & Design: 3D Design is available at A-Level.

Human and Social

e Personal, Social, and Health Education (PSHE) is taught from Year | to

KS3 e History, Geography and Religious Studies are all compulsory subjects.

KS4 e Business, History, Geography and Religious Studies are all available at
GCSE.

KS5 e Business, History, Geography and Religious Studies are all available at A-
level.

e Economics and Psychology are also available at A-level.

e In the Sixth Form there is a programme of Life and Ethics.

e In addition to this, pupils in Sixth Form have the chance to further improve
their research, organisational and personal skills as part of the Extended
Project Qualification (EPQ).

Physical
e PE lessons are compulsory throughout the school, including Sixth Form.
e Sport is provided through a challenging programme which promotes
individual skills, teamwork, competitiveness, good sportsmanship and
etiquette.

and inter-school events we nurture the talented performer whilst equally
catering for the enthusiastic participant.

Examinations.

Our Post-16 curriculum is based upon A-levels. In the Autumn Term of Year | | pupils start to
choose their A-level subjects. The normal workload for our pupils is 3+ A-levels examined at the
end of Year |3. Whilst we would advise studying only 3 A-level subjects, our 3+ A-level offer means
that pupils can choose to study a 4t A-level or undertake an Extended Project Qualification (EPQ)
to supplement their chosen 3 subjects. Pupils choose their A-levels from a list of subjects:
